DARRELL CLARKE (PLAYER/MANAGER) DOB 16/12/1977– Following the departure of Team Manager Tommy Widdrington to Southend United before season 2010/2011, Darrell was appointed Team Manager after having acted as Caretaker Manager alongside Mikey Harris. Darrell is an experienced midfielder who started his career at Mansfield Town where he became a first team regular. He has also played for Hartlepool United, and had loan spells at Rochdale and Stockport County. He signed for the Whites in June 2007, and has a major role in Salisbury’s Football in the Community project. Darrell is currently working towards his UEFA ‘A’ License coaching badge.
MIKEY HARRIS (ASSISTANT MANAGER)  DOB 23/9/1984– Mikey was appointed Assistant Manager after a short spell in a caretaking capacity, he holds a UEFA ‘B’ License coaching badge and has a degree in Sports Science. He is also responsible for the Club’s nutrition, hydration and fitness strategies. Mikey is registered as a player and can play anywhere in midfield or at full back.
MICHAEL COOPER (PLAYER/COACH) DOB 13/8/1982 – Michael returned to Salisbury in his new role in September 2010, having played for the Whites previously in 2003.
He was a member of the FA Cup team that went down 4-0 at Sheffield Wednesday, but who did so with heads held high after a good performance.

Michael’s career started at Exeter City, and he then joined Yeovil Town.

SIMON ARTHUR (Goalkeeper/Goalkeeper Coach) DOB 17/9/1983 – A UEFA “A” licensed coach, Simon was appointed goalkeeper coach in June 2011. He won an FA Vase winner’s medal whilst playing for Winchester City in 2004 and was an assistant at Southampton before joining Salisbury for a two year spell. He has had plenty of non-league experience, having been on the books of AFC Totton, Eastleigh, Farnborough and Andover.  
WILL PUDDY (Goalkeeper) DOB 4/10/1987. Started his career at Bristol City in the youth ranks, before joining Cheltenham Town. He gained experience in loan spells at Mangotsfield, Yate, Stafford Rangers and Tamworth before being handed his professional debut for Cheltenham on 2 May 2009. He joined the Whites in January 2012, after spells at Bath City and Swindon Supermarine.
RYAN BRETT (Defender) DOB 4/11/1990 – Young defender who joined the Whites at the beginning of season 2010/2011. Ryan was one of only three youth players to be awarded a professional contract by Plymouth Argyle at the start of season 2009. Ryan can play either at left back or centre back.
CALLUM HART (Defender) DOB 21/12/1985 - Welsh–born Callum joined the Whites in the latter stages of season 2010/11 from Blue Square Premier side Bath City and helped in the final promotion effort. He is an experienced defender who started his career at Bristol City, before joining AFC Bournemouth. Callum unfortunately suffered a long term injury at the start of season 2011/2012.
CHRIS GILES (Defender) DOB 16/4/1982 - Team Captain. Chris joined the Whites in January 2010. He is a Welsh-born player who brings a wealth of experience to the side having played for Yeovil Town, Aldershot, Forest Green Rovers and Crawley Town. 
BRIAN DUTTON (Defender) DOB 12/4/1985 – Brian is a Yorkshire-born experienced midfielder who re-joined the Whites the day before the start of season 2010/2011. He started his playing career at Pickering Town, and has played at centre forward and centre back at various times. His career includes spells at Cambridge United, Weymouth, Harrogate Town, and latterly Northwich Victoria from whom he returned to Salisbury for a second time.

NICK LYSKOV (Defender) DOB17/3/1993 – Nick joined the Whites in March 2012, and can play either in central defence of at right back. He started his career at Yeovil Town, but also gained a  place in the Glenn Hoddle Academy.
LUKE RUDDICK (Defender) DOB 3/3/1990 – Luke is a quick, hard tackling  defender who returned  to the Club from Bath City of the Blue Square Bet Premier in August 2011.  He started his career as an apprentice at Brentford Town, and is equally at home at full back or in midfield. He joined the Whites in the 2008/09 season from Blue Square South side Hampton & Richmond and was been a regular first team member before leaving for Bath City.

EMMANUEL UDOJI (Defender) DOB 9/1/1989 – Nigerian born “Ugo” as he is nicknamed, joined the Whites in February 2012. He started his career at Portsmouth, and earned a place at the Glen Hoddle Academy. He had spells with Havant & Waterlooville, Bromley and Bishops Stortford before coming to Salisbury.
DANNY WEBB (Defender) DOB 2/7/1983 – Danny, a fans’ favourite from his previous involvement with the club and son of the Chelsea icon David Webb, returned to Salisbury after having been loaned in from Bath City. He became a Salisbury player for the second time in January 2012.
CHARLIE KNIGHT (Defender/midfield) DOB 8/12/1987 – Having started his career at Southampton, Charlie re-joined Salisbury City from Bashley at the beginning of the 2010/2011. He also had a brief spell at Dorchester. He is a quick, talented left sided player with an excellent delivery.  

BEN ADELSBURY (Midfield) DOB 20/10/1990– Ben earned a contract with the Whites in February 2010. His career includes spells with Plymouth Argyle and Swansea City. Ben established himself as a regular in the successful Blue Square Premier League in 2009/2010, scoring some fantastic goals.

STUART ANDERSON (Defender/midfield) DOB 22/4/1986 – Stuart started his career at Southampton, and had spells at Blackpool, Ross County, and Livingstone FC. He joined the Whites at the beginning of season 2009/10 from Scottish Second Division Peterhead FC, but then returned there at the start of season 2010/11. He rejoined the Whites for the second time in January 2011.
MATT CLARK (Midfield) DOB 16/11/1992 - Joined the Whites in January 2012, after having been released by Swindon Town. He can play either in central midfield or in a wide right role. Clark also had a loan spell at Evostick Premier Oxford City before signing for Salisbury.
STUART SINCLAIR (Midfield) DOB 19/11/1987 - A quick and tricky player, Stuart joined the Whites in January 2012 from Arlesey Town of the EvoStick Premier League. Comfortable in any midfield position, he impressed during a game against Salisbury in an FA Cup tie between the clubs in season 2011/2012. His career has included a spell at Cambridge City.
ABDULAI BELL-BAGGIE (Midfield/forward) DOB 28/4/1992 – Signed for the Whites in January 2012. Bell-Baggie has represented England at U16 and U17 levels, gaining two caps at each level.  After the early part of his career at Reading and Southampton youth set-ups he was loaned by Reading to Rotherham United, Port Vale, and Crawley Town. In August 2011 he signed contract terms for Yeovil Town but was released in order to join Hayes & Yeading from whom he joined Salisbury.

DAN FITCHETT (Striker) DOB 28/3/1991 – Dan, a lively frontrunner, began his career with Wycombe Wanderers, where he signed professional forms in the 2008/09 season. He initially came to Salisbury on a short term loan but this has now been extended until the end of season 2010/11.
CHARLIE GRIFFIN (Striker) DOB 25/6/1979 – an experienced striker, Charlie re-joined the Whites on loan in February 2012. He started his career at Bristol Rovers, and progressed with Swindon Town and Yeovil. He had spells with Woking, Newport County, Wycombe Wanderers and Chippenham Town before joining Forest Green Rovers.
ROBBIE MATTHEWS (Striker) DOB 2/3/1982 – Local lad Robbie, (Mooncat), returned to Salisbury in January 2012. The tall striker had spells at AFC Bournemouth and Swindon Town Schools of Excellence before joining Salisbury City Youth in the 1999/2000 He has since played for Eastleigh and Kidderminster Harriers, but spent a successful period at Newport County before coming to the Whites on loan prior to a permanent move back to Wiltshire. 
MARVIN WILLIAMS (Striker) DOB 12/8/1987 - Marvin is a very quick attacking player who joined the Whites from Hemel Hempstead Town in November 2011, scoring twice in an impressive debut. He has plenty of League experience and his career includes spells at Millwall as a trainee, Yeovil, Brentford, and Stevenage. He also had a short spell with Swedish Third Division side Ostersunds.
